The Costa Blanca – Alicante
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Situated on Spain’s eastern Mediterranean shore, the Costa Blanca (White Coast) is part of the province of Alicante and takes its name from the stunning sandy beaches that edge its 200km coastline. A nature lover’s paradise, the Costa Blanca has eleven natural parks ranging from spectacular mountainous terrain to unspoilt coastal wetlands and marine reserves.

Alicante and Benidorm are the two principal and most-well known towns along the coastline – leading holiday destinations with thriving expat communities. Elsewhere you’ll find lively smaller towns and sleepy fishing villages, interspersed by magnificent beaches, jutting headlands and intimate rocky coves.

The Alicante province forms the southernmost part of the Valencian Community region, and around an hour and a half’s drive north of Alicante is its capital and Spain’s third largest city, Valencia.

With its carefully conserved historic old quarter, Altea is one of the most beautiful towns on the Costa Blanca. Originally a picturesque fishing village, it has long been a favourite haunt of painters from around the world, and despite its small size boasts an Arts Academy as well as the prestigious Palau de Belles Arts Centre. Six kilometres of Mediterranean beaches, two yachting marinas and a wide choice of sports, including the Don Cayo golf course, together with the charming old town – replete with ancient monuments, boutiques, artists’ studios, bijou restaurants and artisan shops – combine to make Altea a favourite destination for holidaymakers and expat property owners alike, while its decidedly bohemian atmosphere adds to its unique appeal [image: image5.png]-
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Jávea
 Across the Montego Valley, overlooking a lovely bay, lies the quaint fishing village of Jávea. Its historic centre features narrow shaded alleys, whitewashed wlls and noble old buildings, while the modern quarter has developed around the crystal sea and pristine white sandy beach. A leisurely stroll along the waterfront takes you past a cluster of bars and restaurants before reaching the colourful harbour, with boats of all shapes and sizes moored alongside the Yacht Club. 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Almeria

Almerimar is located in the heart of the western part (poniente) of the Community of Almeria, in the municipal district of El Ejido and 45 km away from the region’s capital Almeria. Almerimar stands out as one of the most attractive destinations of the eastern part of Andalusia’s Mediterranean coast. 
Its excellent beaches are not overcrowded and the town boasts a lively and busy marina. 

Head along the west coast of Almeria, along the N340 highway, you will pass huge cliffs that shelter small coves. After about 13km you will come to Aguadulce that presents a good tourist centre with hotels and apartments. There is also a yacht harbour and a coastline that offers watersports of every description. Further along you find Roquetas de Mar, a typical fishing village where the white houses contrast with the colourful harbour.
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
